Air Time: Review questions that assess what the children have
grasped from the lesson

Side KiCKS: Mini dramatizations that introduce an "offender" of
the commandment being presented. The offender is repeatedly
captured at the end of each drama skit, having been caught
disobeying the commandment. This component reinforces the
Biblical truth of the lesson through an element of action and
surprise.

Time to Thrash: hands-on activities tailored to the age and
development of the children that allow them to experience the
lesson using their 5 senses and Bible skills

The Final Spin: A wrap up to the lesson
